It was with great foresight that our Spiritual Foreparents
built this beautiful worship setting. Now it is our turn to, once
again, ensure its continued safety and beauty.

For 135 years, Emanuel has been God’s instrument in Marion.
The ministry of the church has affected many. We need to
build on our heritage and ensure the future. We all know that
the church is not the building, but the members. We are the
ones through whom God works and reaches out. But, we are
all empowered in worship: comforted, convicted, challenged,
and excited as we gather to offer praise and prayer. We get
equipped when we assemble in this 90-year-old building. To
ensure the beauty, we have to repair the windows. To keep it
safe, we must redo the 90-year-old wiring. To enable people to
hear all that is said and sung, we need to upgrade the sound
system.

It
is our turn to do what needs to be done, so that our gathering
place is a welcoming, safe environment to prepare us for
ministry . . . today and tomorrow.

Cite . ..

After 90 years of filtering sunlight through the beautiful pieces of German stained glass, our windows
need repair. Repair of the windows provides an excellent opportunity to repair the plaster damage
from last year’s roof leaks. Much of this damage is around the windows. Repairing plaster then
logically leads to repainting.

Also, last addressed when we installed the organ was the flooring in the sanctuary. There is a need
to reinforce the floor in the piano area, and the hardwood floors need to be refinished to sustain
them.

Safety . ..

Our carpet has been stretched several times and for safety, needs to be
replaced.
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Another wellbeing concern is the necessary repair and upgrade of our
electrical system. The wiring in part of the sanctuary is 90 years old.
Some of the electric in the wing is original to that 1950’s project, and
some it has been updated in a piecemeal fashion as needed. One
access panel is behind the refrigerator in the kitchen and another is
located in the infant room of the daycare. Not a safe situation at all.

Comftort . ..

Our sound system in the Sanctuary and the Parlors also dates back
almost 20 years. This system needs to be upgraded to improve the
sound quality, to allow the use of current technology, and to anticipate
needs in the future.
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The pew cushions were last updated almost 20 years ago and need to be replaced in the sanctuary
and wing.

Our Campaign Goals

Deteriorating and damaged facility; outdated systems . . .

Expansion and contraction has damaged the north tower windows. The same kind of
deterioration is beginning to affect the rest of our beautiful windows.
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.. ..our concerns for life, safety, and comfort

The electric needs to be modernized and the access panels in daycare and behind the
refrigerator need to be relocated.

The hardwood floors need repair and refinishing and the carpet needs to be replaced.



Jrequently Asked Questions

Why has Emanuel hired a professional financial consulting firm?

When we first investigated a capital campaign, we were advised by consultants at the Evangelical
Lutheran Church in America’s national office that the use of a professional consulting firm would
result in a greater efficiency of the congregation’s volunteers and a more effective campaign.
Kirby-Smith was chosen from several firms interviewed by your leadership.

How much money are we trying to raise in this campaign?

As approved by the congregation in January 2008, renovation of the sanctuary, including stained
glass window repair and lexan covers: $235,000; plaster repair, painting, floor repair, floor
refinishing, carpet, and pew upholstering: $150,000; sound system upgrades (sanctuary and
parlors): $95,000; electrical repair and upgrade: $500,000. Along with a contingency amount,
this totals $1,200,000.

When will fund-raising and renovations begin?

The campaign kick-off will occur with a gathering on Sunday, November 2, 2008. Commitment
Sunday will be November 9. That is the day you will have the opportunity to offer your Faith Promise
Card. We ask that you prayerfully consider the amount your family will be able to contribute in
order to ensure that our sanctuary remains in excellent condition. It is anticipated that the
renovations will begin Monday, April 13, the day after Easter and be completed by June 15.

How will we make our contributions?

All members of Emanuel will be asked to make a “Faith Promise.” A Faith Promise is a gift
commitment that represents a sacrifice to support God’s work here at Emanuel. The total amount
may be given over a three-year period. You will be presented with several “Share Plans” from
which to choose. Please decide the “Faith Promise” that best fits you and your family’s ability to
contribute, as each family’s personal circumstances are different. Once you have made your
choice, you will receive specially marked envelopes, which you will use to make your
contributions.

Can I support the campaign in other ways?
Yes, especially with your prayers. If you are interested in helping the Capital Fund Campaign
Committee, please contact the church office.
Can I give assets other than cash?
Yes. There are other means by which you can make a Faith Promise, such as a promise of
property, stocks, or other tangible assets. Please contact the church office for further information.
Are Faith Promise contributions tax deductible?

Yes, if you itemize charitable contributions on your federal tax return.

What happens if the campaign’s financial goals are not reached?

Based on the amount of money raised, the Parish Planning Council will recommend the scope of
work to be undertaken.
